How to create a Dragon Command for Epic


Getting Started 

Plot it out 
1. Look up the exact name of the SmartPhrase that you want.

a. Example: .PHSIPGENPROG
2. Practice the command as you want it to be done.

a. The command must be done entirely with keyboard. 

3. If it helps, write it down with individual steps.
Create New Commands
Command Browser & MyCommand Editor Access 
1. Open Dragon NaturallySpeaking and go to DragonBar
2. Click Tools ( New Command

3. Say or type the command in the MyCommand Name text field 

a. Example: “Insert My Progress Note”
4. Command Type dropdown, select Step-by-step 

5. From New Step dropdown, select Type Text, then click Insert

6. Type a dot (“.”) then the name of SmartPhrase you copied earlier from Epic 

a. Example“.phsipgenprog” from above, then click OK 

7. From the New Step dropdown, select Keystrokes, then click Insert

8. Press Enter on keyboard, then click OK 
a. If the SmartPhrase you are using has no wildcards or SmartLists YOU’RE DONE!
b. If the SmartPhrase is a template with wildcards (***) or dropdown lists, continue.  The next steps will help you by going to first to be updated in the SmartPhrase.
9. Click Insert then press Ctrl+Home on your keyboard, then click OK

10. Click Insert then press F2 button on your keyboard, then click OK

11. Click Save
Copy Existing Command
1. On the DragonBar click Tools -> Command Browser
2. Click on your User-defined folder  [image: image1.png]& User-defined




3. Right-click on an existing, same type of command as the one you are building

4. Select New Copy (It will open a new dialog box with same attributes except 2 added to the MyCommand Name:.
5. Change the Command Name and any steps that are unique to the new command (i.e.-dotphrase, display name, etc.)

6. Click Save
