Commands for Text Selection
	Dragon Command
	Result

	Select <word>
	Highlights the spoken word

	Select <word> through <word>
	Selects a range of text from the <word> through <word>

	Select all
Select document
	Selects all text in the current window

	Select next <#> words
	Select the next specific number of words

	Select previous paragraph
	Selects the previous paragraph

	Unselect that

	Unselects the text that is currently selected


Commands for Text Editing

	Dragon Command
	Result

	Scratch that
Delete That
	Dragon deletes all words dictated since the last pause or the highlighted text

	Scratch that <#> Times
	Uses the ‘scratch that’ command the specified number of times

	Delete Line
	Deletes the current line of text

	Delete Last <#> Words
	Deletes the number of words specified

	Backspace
	Delete previous character (Backspace)

	Cut That
	Cuts the selected text (Ctrl + X)

	Copy That
	Copies the selected text (Ctrl + C)

	Paste That
	Pastes the last text that was cut or copied (Ctrl + V)

	Undo That
	Dragon reverses the last action taken (Ctrl + Z)

	New Line
	Moves the cursor down one line (Enter)

	New Paragraph
	Moves the cursor down two lines (Enter x 2)

	(Press) Tab (Key)
	Advances cursor to the next tab stop

	Tab <#> Times
	Tab a specified number of times


Commands for Navigating

	Dragon Command
	Result

	Insert Before <word>
	Inserts the cursor before the specified word

	Insert After <word>
	Inserts the cursor after the specified word

	Move Left <#> Words
	Moves the cursor left the specified number of words

	Move Right <#> Words
	Moves the cursor right the specified number of words

	Go to Top / Go to Bottom
	Moves the cursor to the top or bottom (Ctrl+Home or Ctrl+End)

	Go to End of the Line
	Advances the cursor to the end of the current line (End)

	Go to Beginning of Line
	Moves the cursor to the start of the current line (Home)

	Move Up (or Down) <#> Lines
	Moves the cursor up or down the specified number of lines

	Move Left (or Right) <#> Chars
	Moves the cursor left the specified number of characters

	Page Up / Page Down
	Equivalent of using Page Up or Page Down on the keyboard
